Dear Colleagues and Friends,

Today we wish to inform you about the Internet Award Scheme 2005/06 "The Spirit of Partnership in Europe" which has now come to its end. 

The German Committee was able to organize and finish this round of the Internet Award Scheme thanks to the support of German authorities. The Auswärtiges Amt (Ministry of Foreign Affairs) and the Ministries of Education of the Länder granted the financial support which was necessary to provide the prizes and certificates as well as to host the jury meeting. 

The jury convened in Bonn on 20th/21st May. The jury members were Europe at School representatives from Germany, the Slovak Republic and Slovenia. The jury’s task was to identify the winners among 30 projects which were presented in the Internet. 

All jury members agreed that, in comparison to the previous rounds, the quality of the projects had deteriorated, that none of this year’s projects did not meet the criteria so perfectly. 

· Most importantly, very often the cooperation among the partners was not visible. There were no or few common ideas, and the connection between the groups did not become clear as there was no comparison between the different parts of the three groups.

· Furthermore, many projects lacked the clarity of the message, especially in relation to the theme "The Spirit of Partnership in Europe". In many cases there was no conclusion which could have explained what was the main idea, what the groups really learnt by working for the project. 

· In many web-sites, long texts giving information were predominant and few own opinions were given so that there was not much originality in the work. Often the texts seemed to have been copied from some source rather than written by the pupils themselves. 

· Many projects did not indicate who was responsible for what. The authors and the sources of the contributions were not named, or they were listed all together so that the visitor would not know if the work was done mostly by just one of the teams or if it was really divided equally between the partners. Thus the visibility of the groups and the working process was not good. 

As a consequence the jury decided not to give a first prize. Instead, one second and two third prizes were awarded.
